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Everyone felt a sense of awe because the apostles were doing many signs and wonders among them. There was an 
intense sense of togetherness among all who believed; they shared all their material possessions in trust. They sold any 
possessions and goods that did not benefit the community and used the money to help everyone in need. They were 
unified as they worshiped at the temple day after day. In homes, they broke bread and shared meals with glad and 
generous hearts. The new disciples praised God, and they enjoyed the goodwill of all the people of the city. Day after 
day the Lord added to their number everyone who was experiencing liberation (Acts 2:43-47, The Voice). 

Greetings! 

Recently, I preached on Acts 2:43-47 in relation to Wesleyan evangelism.  I love reading 
how this first community of believers of 120 received the power of the Holy Spirit at  
Pentecost and how it transformed their lives.  The Early Church community can be seen 
as perfection in love or as John Wesley would term, òChristian Perfection!ó  How beauti-
ful it must have been to see people working together, worshipping, breaking bread and 
sharing meals, sharing possessions and meeting the needs of one another, praying, and 
praising God in the temple and together in their homes daily.  Iõm sure God was smiling 
just as God smiled in the beginning when God created the world and said, òLet Us make 
man in Our image, according to Our likenessó (Gen. 1:26).  God smiled upon Adam and 
Eve in the perfect community there in the garden of Eden, saying, òIt was very good!ó 

Creation, communities, and communion with God has not remained in perfection or 
even, at times, very good, however, we have glimpses of this every day. I see this in our 
churches at Markham through the recent start of coffee and donuts every first Sunday and 
a breakfast breaking bread together every third Sunday at Edith Middletonõs home after 
worship. I see this at Linden through the fellowship time after service each Sunday      
provided by the Barryõs and others. I see this at Marshall in the times we have gathered for 
Lent meals and other times of fellowship.  I see Jesus in our midst through the smiles and 
conversations, the acts of kindness, and the being more like Jesus moments shared inside 
and outside the church. 

This year there is excitement as Marshall creates a plan of re-innovating the ministries of 
the church through Nurture, Outreach, and Witness.  We met January 6 and experienced 
a move of the Spirit inspiring the plan and events for this year in several ways.  We are 
scheduled to unveil this plan on Sunday, March 25 with the theme, òOur future is NOW.ó  
The District Superintendent, Larry Thompson will be coming to worship with us and  
participate with us as we talk about how we plan to re-innovate Marshall UMC.  You, the 
congregation, will weigh in and hopefully embrace this new beginning, after all we need 
you! We need everyone to be on board to fulfill Godõs plan here in Marshall, Va.  So, 
mark your calendars and plan to attend the 11:00 am service, bring a dish for the potluck 
lunch we will share afterward, and come open to the Spiritõs nudge and movement in your 
heart to engage, connect, and embrace òOur future is NOW!ó 

Linden UMC met in February to plan and see how the Spirit is moving us this year 
through a similar focus using NOW.  Our time together was very fruitful.  We too, will go 
through the òChoosing the Faithful Pathó this year, as well as Markham UMC.  I look 
forward to seeing how the Spirit will work in each of our congregations individually and 
collectively as a Cooperative Parish. I know God has wonderful plans for all of us        
together as we continue to share resources, time, fellowship, missions, study, worship, and 
prayer together.   

The song, òGod is One the Moveó comes to mind, God is on the move in many mighty ways 
and God is on the move, on the move today!

As we journeyed along ñChoosing the Faithful Pathò and our January planning    

session, your church leaders learned to examine every idea, every goal and every 

activity by asking these three questions:  ñAre we able to é. ?ò   ñAre we willing to 

é.?ò  and ñAre we committed toé.ò?   

Breaking it down this way enabled us to set aside some activities to which we may 

no longer be committed, and put those that we may not be able to do (yet) on the 

back burner for future consideration.   

  

During the study, one of the most powerful questions for me was ñWho is our 

neighbor?ò   

We live in such a privileged time and place that sometimes itôs difficult to ñseeò those who may be 

struggling.   

The thought that God inspired is that whoever has a need ï thatôs our neighbor.  And when I heard  

during announcement time one Sunday that there are families in our neighborhood who sometimes 

have a difficult time in paying for preschool, my heart was ñstrangely warmedò to help to meet this 

need.   

To break it down very simply, a year of preschool at MUMPS costs $1,800.   

If 20 families commit to giving just $75/month, we could fully sponsor ten children.   

Iôve found some room in my budget to help to sponsor a child and I pray that others will do the same.   

No amount would be too large or too small to invest in the future of our precious little ones.
