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Greetings! 

15 Since I heard about your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love for all Godôs     

people, this is the reason that 16 I donôt stop giving thanks to God for you when I 

remember you in my prayers. 17 I pray that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the 

Father of glory, will give you a spirit of wisdom and revelation that makes God 

known to you. 18 I pray that the eyes of your heart will have enough light to see 

what is the hope of Godôs call, what is the richness of Godôs glorious inheritance 

among believers, 19 and what is the overwhelming greatness of Godôs power that is 

working among us believers. This power is conferred by the energy of Godôs powerful 

strength. 20 Godôs power was at work in Christ when God raised him from the dead 

and sat him at Godôs right side in the heavens, 21 far above every ruler and authori-

ty and power and angelic power, any power that might be named not only now but 

in the future. 22 God put everything under Christôs feet and made him head of    

everything in the church, 23 which is his body. His body, the church, is the fullness 

of Christ, who fills everything in every way (Ephesians 1:15-23, CEB) 

The power of prayer is so evident through the Apostle Paul. Paulôs letter to the  

Ephesians is just one of many words of encouragement to the body of Christ through 

Paulôs witness of Christ empowerment, the Spiritôs work in us, transforming us into 

the people God created us to be. It is through the power of prayer that this occurs. 

After all, prayer is our direct line of communication with God! Amen?!  E.M. Bounds 

says, ñPrayer is no petty invention of man (and woman!), a fancied relief for fancied 

ills. Prayer is no dreary performance, dead and death-dealing, but is Godôs enabling 

act for man (and woman!), living and life-giving, joy and joy-giving. Prayer is the 

contact of a living soul with God. In prayer, God stoops to kiss man (and woman!), 

and to aid man (and woman!) in everything that God can devise or man (and    

woman!) can need. Prayer fills manôs (and womanôs!) emptiness with Godôs fullness. 

It fills manôs (and womanôs!) poverty with Godôs riches. It puts away manôs (and 

womanôs!) weakness with Godôs strength. It banishes manôs (and womanôs!)       

littleness with Godôs greatness. Prayer is Godôs plan to supply manôs (and womanôs!) 

great and continuous need with Godôs great and continuous abundanceò.  Does this 

make you want to pray? It moves me into a mode of prayer seeking Godôs presence 

and fullness and to be praying without ceasing throughout my day.  As you can see I 

added ñand womanò to be gender inclusive    

I fully believe and know that scripturally we are a people who are called to prayer at 

the very foundation of our relationship with Christ. Prayer is to be at the core of the 

body of Christ for us to seek Godôs will in all things. I want to challenge you to begin 

prayerfully living each day and if you are already steeped in prayer to become even 

more passionate for Godôs presence, deeper and divine revelation, and the will of 

God in all that we do personally and collectively as the church.
